The Evolution of Interdisciplinary Integration:
The Context of Development and the Current
Status of Strategic Communication

Abstract

In response to the development of media technology, the applicability of
traditional theories, such as political communication, public relations,
advertising, marketing, and organizational communication, must be reexamined.
Foreign countries have begun to seek solutions for strategic communications,
which has led to a revival of this discipline. This study first searched for the
concept of strategic communication over the dynamic process from the absent
decision-making phase and the participating decision-making phase to the joint
decision-making phase. Following the clues given by social media development,
the study determined the revival of strategic communications based on
extraordinary communications and dilemmas in organizational strategy. Lastly,
the study examined the current development of strategic communications from
both international and local perspectives, attempting to learn from international
experience to propose a useful approach for broadening the horizon of local
communications studies.
